Evangelism Prayer Guide for April 2012

Primary Focus  

Seeking God for the Lost and Broken of Whatcom County!  Let’s pray that thousands CROSS the LINE of faith and begin following Jesus Christ!  


Primary Method

Praying God’s Word over the lost and broken of Whatcom County.  We believe that God desires to answer the prayers of His people when they are in line with his revealed will.  So our prayers are informed and influenced by the Word of God.  We corporately and individually reflect upon the Scriptures. Then we pray short prayers that are directed to God and guided by His Word and Spirit who dwells within.  We listen to one another and expand upon the prayers of our brothers and sisters in word, song and even by bringing other passages of Scripture into our gatherings.

Every time we gather in corporate prayer, each person is a follower and a leader.  We are all participants, one with the other in our pursuit of God’s kingdom through Jesus Christ.



Prayer Points

“Then he said to them all: “If anyone would come after me, he must deny himself and take up his cross daily and follow me. - Luke 9:23
· Pray for God to call his church to “Follow Jesus” this Easter Season! 

· Pray for humility in the church so that people are willing to deny themselves 



“Devote yourselves to prayer, being watchful and thankful. And pray for us, too, that God may open a door for our message, so that we may proclaim the mystery of Christ, for which I am in chains. Pray that I may proclaim it clearly, as I should.” – Colossians 4:2-4
· Pray that God’s people will want to pray together for all kinds of things

· Pray for Doors to be opened for the proclamation/preaching of the gospel.  

· Pray for God to remove the blinders that the god of this age has put upon unbelievers.  



“When he comes, he will convict the world of guilt in regard to sin and righteousness and judgment: in regard to sin, because men do not believe in me; in regard to righteousness, because I am going to the Father, where you can see me no longer; and in regard to judgment, because the prince of this world now stands condemned.

“I have much more to say to you, more than you can now bear. But when he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into all truth. He will not speak on his own; he will speak only what he hears, and he will tell you what is yet to come. He will bring glory to me by taking from what is mine and making it known to you. · Pray for the Spirit to be poured out and convict men/women of sin and unrighteousness.  
· Pray for the kindness of God to lead men to Christ!  
· Pray for hearts ready and willing to hear the Words of the Spirit
· Pray for those preaching the gospel to proclaim the message clearly. 

· Pray for the follow-up for those that accept Christ as Savior and Lord! Pray for the Word of God to take root in them.  Pray for protection from the evil one.  



“I keep asking that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the glorious Father, may give you the Spirit of wisdom and revelation, so that you may know him better. I pray also that the eyes of your heart may be enlightened in order that you may know the hope to which he has called you, the riches of his glorious inheritance in the saints, and his incomparably great power for us who believe. That power is like the working of his mighty strength,” - Ephesians 1:17–19

· Pray that the Father would pour out the Spirit of wisdom and revelation, that Jesus would be revealed to those who are seeking God and to those who attend Easter Services.  Ask that Christ would be lifted up and revealed to all who don’t know him yet!  
· Pray for growth in the church in people’s relationship with Jesus.  Ask for Christ-like maturity

When he saw the crowds, he had compassion on them, because they were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd. Then he said to his disciples, “The harvest is plentiful but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his harvest field.”” - Matthew 9:35–38

· Pray for laborers to be thrust into the harvest fields.
